Checklist

Pre-Wedding Duties

Celebrate the couple’s engagement

Discuss financial support, offering an open discussion

Help to choose the wedding dress and attend fittings

Assist with venue selection

Pitch in with wedding planning tasks

Help to create the guest list

Brainstorm practical and sentimental gift ideas

Help with invitations

Offer to help with RSVPs

Assist with the seating chart, especially if you know relationship dynamics

Discuss traditions, family customs, religious practices and more

Ready family heirlooms - whether jewellery, veils or something else

Liaise with the mother of the groom and begin building a relationship

Start looking for your dress 6-8 months before the wedding
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Help to plan (and then attend) the Hen Party or Bridal Shower

Regularly check in with your daughter and ask how she’s feeling

Attend the rehearsal dinner

Prepare for the big day, finalise details and attend any relevant appointments

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Wedding day duties

Get ready with the bride, helping her to stay calm

Run errands and do last minute tasks like picking up flowers

Participate in the ceremony - your role may depend on cultural traditions

Greet guests and help to set a gracious tone for the celebration

Be a hostess - you and your spouse are often viewed as co-hosts

Sit at the top table alongside the groom’s parents and the newlyweds

Give a speech or toast if you’re comfortable

Be present in photos

Hit the dance floor and celebrate with the rest of the wedding party
