Engagement photography

Capture the proposal

Take walking, hugging or hand-in-hand shots

Photograph a close-up of the engagement ring

Capture natural, candid moments together

Take posed portraits for framing or save-the-dates

Include meaningful locations or scenic backdrops

Photograph the bride’s hair and make-up in progress

Capture bridesmaids getting ready together

Photograph the bride and bridesmaids in matching robes

Capture loved ones helping the bride into her dress

Photograph the bride putting on shoes, jewellery and perfume

Capture final touches and last-minute details

Photograph the bride fully dressed with her bouquet

Capture first-look reactions from bridal party and parents

Photograph emotional reactions from family members

Capture the bride with her bridesmaids

Photograph the groom tying his tie or cufflinks

Capture the mother of the groom attaching the boutonnière

Photograph the groom getting ready with groomsmen

Photograph engagement ring, wedding bands and ring box

Capture bouquets, boutonnières and buttonholes

Photograph the bride’s shoes

Capture the wedding dress and veil hanging

Photograph save-the-dates, invitations and programmes

Capture the bride’s jewellery and hair accessories

Photograph the groom’s suit and shoes

Capture groom’s accessories such as ties and cufflinks

Photograph treasured family heirlooms

Capture perfume and cologne bottles

Photograph corsages, wedding favours and welcome gifts
